2024 Local Government Elections 
The NSW Local Government elections are on 
Saturday, 14 September 2024. 

Enrolling and voting is compulsory if you are 18 
years and over. Remember to check if your 
enrolment is up to date.  

To vote in person on election day, visit a polling 
place between 8am and 6pm on Saturday, 14 
September 2024. To find a polling place near 
you, use the online search tool on the NSW 
Electoral Commission’s website. 

If you are unable to vote in person on election 
day, you can vote early in person at a pre-poll 
location. You can also vote by post, if eligible. If 
you are blind or have low vision, you can vote 
by telephone.
