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Water Smart Garden Plants

Water smart plants are plants particularly well adapted to prolonged dry conditions. They are typically from Australian,
Mediterranean and South African origin. Features of Water Smart plants include silver or grey foliage, succulent stems and
leaves, small leathery leaves and leaves with oil glands. All these features help plants radiate heat and reduce water loss.
